The Branson Ferris Wheel runs its “Electrify Christmas” light display multiple times each night throughout the
holiday season.

In addition to offering rides for up to
240 passengers on its 40 gondolas, the wheel is equipped with 16,000 LED lights to create a dazzling light
show after dark. There is also a 7,200-square-foot ice rink near the Ferris wheel that opens on November 12
November through at least New Year’s Day. This is the only place to skate on REAL ice in Branson.
